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BACKGROUND
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Legislative Requirement

In accordance with the 2006 Comprehensive Energy Conservation, Efficiency and
Affordability Act (“Least-Cost Procurement Law”):

— “The commissioner of the office of energy resources and the energy efficiency and resources
management council, either jointly or separately, shall provide the commission findings and
recommendations with regard to system reliability and energy efficiency and conservation

procurement on or before March 1, 2008, and triennially on or before March 1, thereafter
through March 1, 2024.”

The Least-Cost Procurement Law (LCP) also requires the development and periodic review
of LCP Standards (“the Standards”)

The Standards define the Council’s responsibilities with respect to providing the
Commission with findings and recommendations

— This is what we are referring to when we discuss the recommended “Targets Report”
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Purpose of Targets

Establishes what is “potentially available cost-effective efficiency”

Guides establishment of savings goals for the Three-Year Plans and
ensuing Annual Plans

Important Reminders:
— Energy Efficiency Targets # Energy Efficiency Goals

— Historically, Goals are where the filters for prudency, reliability, and
environmental responsibility from the Standards are factored in

— Acknowledge that these factors will necessarily result in a gap
between Targets and Goals as defined, and that is okay

For 2024-2026 Targets, Council will have access to the results of the 2024-
